About the Program: 

The English Language Fellow Program is funded worldwide by the U.S. Department of State through the Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs. The English Language Fellow Program seeks to improve English teaching capacity around the world and contributes to improving mutual understanding between the people of the United States and people abroad through exchanges of American Teachers of English to Speakers of Other Languages (TESOL) on ten-month Fellowships to overseas academic institutions. English Language Fellows serve as teachers of English as a foreign language and are involved in teacher training and professional and staff development activities in areas such as methodology, curriculum and textbook design, and English for Specific Purposes. The Program allows students and teachers at host institutions to benefit from the English Language Fellow’s English teaching experience and to gain a better understanding of American society and values. In addition, through the Program, foreign teachers and students develop English communication skills they need to participate in the global economy and to improve their access to diverse perspectives on a broad variety of issues. Teachers at the host institution receive professional tools from the EL Fellow that promote educational effectiveness and expand their ability to provide English instruction for a wider variety of student populations in a larger number of educational contexts.
